PRO/NV/2009 High Level United Nations Conference on South-South Cooperation

The Secretary-General of the United Nations presents his compliments to the

The Secretary-General expresses the hope that, in accordance with resolution
64/1, delegations to the Conference will include the highest ranking senior officials,
particularly those concerned with South-South cooperation or international cooperation
for development.
