Opening of the Conference [1]
The Conference was opened, on behalf of the Secretary-General, by the Deputy Secretary-General of the United Nations.
Election of the President of the Conference [2]
The Minister for Planning, National Development and Vision 2030 of the Republic of Kenya, Hon. Wycliffe Ambetsa Oparanya, was elected by acclamation as President of the Conference.  
The President made a statement.

Credentials of representatives to the Conference [6(a)]

The Conference appointed the following countries to its Credentials Committee: Brazil, China, Jamaica, Philippines, Russian Federation, Spain, United Republic of Tanzania, United States and Zambia.
General debate on the theme of the Conference: Promotion of South-South cooperation for development [7]

The Conference began its general debate on this item with the Report of the Secretary-General (A/64/504) as background document.
